FY03 marks the second year that over one million hours of volunteer service has been donated to the Natural Resources Conservation Service.  The graph below is a comparison of volunteer hours from FY02 and FY03.  This regional breakdown illustrates that the Midwest Region leads the nation in the number of volunteer hours; however, the South Central  Region was the only region to experience an increase over FY02 numbers.  
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The graph below indicates the number of offices currently utilizing volunteers.  Unfortunately, our national goal of 100% office participation has not been accomplished.  Although most regions experienced a decrease in the percent of offices using volunteers, the Midwest retained their 72% usage and the Southeast Region experienced a 5% increase.  
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The graph below illustrates the demographic breakdown of reported Earth Team Volunteers and national demographic information.  There has been minimal change in this report from FY02, and it continues to show that the diversity in the program needs to be expanded.
