· West Region 2003 Earth Team Status Report.  This is a listing of states within the region and provides a numerical comparison of number of volunteers, number of hours and percent of offices using volunteers for FY02 and FY03.

· Volunteer Graph.  This graph shows the number of volunteers in each state compared to FY02.  Utah leads the region with 1,527 volunteers!

The red line (per capita) shows the relationship between the number of actual volunteers in each state compared to the population size.  The scale for the line is found on the right side of the graph.  The relationship between the number of people and the number of volunteers is an indicator of how well they make use of the population as a resource. 

· Hours.  This graph shows the total hours volunteered in each state and includes the numbers from FY02.  Oregon leads the region with over 41,000 volunteer hours!

· % Usage of Offices.  This graph shows the percentage of offices in each state using volunteers compared to FY01.  Idaho, Nevada, Oregon and Pacific Basin maintained 100% office participation for the third year in a row!
