d) has the presentation been edited with interesting scenes, not just a "talking head"?


e) maximum allowable time for presentation is 5 minutes.

The purpose of this review is to ensure that the product can be reviewed by the committee or adequate time to notify states when their product received other major damage. The committee feels that the quality of the video presentation will enhance the quality of the overall program during the luncheon.
