The work consists of clearing designated areas by the removal and disposal of trees, 
 rubbish, and the shaping of the channel. 
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5. Disposal 
All woody material, vegetation, and rubbish resulting from clearing from designated 
areas shall be disposed of at the locations and in a manner shown on the drawings, as 
approved by the NRCS representative, or as specified in section 8 of this specification.
