Manage nutrient applications according to
individual field soil test results or plant tissue
tests in order to reduce over-applications of
fertilizer.

Successful farm management requires the regular
addition of nutrients to maintain crop yields and
quality. Plant tissue testing can be used to diagnose
nutrient deficiencies. Soil testing will identify existing
nutrient availability and any limitations due to soil
physical or chemical properties. Operations that utilize
manure as a nutrient source should add manure
testing as a source of information.

Nutrient applications should be based on these test
results as well as a reasonable yield goal for the soill
type, plant variety, and timing and method of
application.
