 MEMORIAL TREASURE FOREST AWARDS

The Helene Mosley Memorial TREASURE Forest Awards, initiated in 1978, annually recognize the most outstanding TREASURE Forests in Alabama, especially with respect to their educational value and use. The Alabama Natural Resources Council and the W. Kelly Mosley Environmental Awards Program, which is administered by Auburn University, sponsor the awards.

The award is based on how well a landowner displays the TREASURE Forest philosophy of good stewardship. This philosophy is reflected by accomplishments the landowner has made on the property and educational activities conducted on the property that promote good forest stewardship to others.

By mid April, the nominations must be completed and sent to the chair of the TREASURE Forest Committee of the Alabama Natural Resources Council.  The nominations are grouped into regions that are based on the six regions of the Alabama Forestry Commission (AFC). Members of the TREASURE Forest Committee will serve as the coordinating members of the Helene Mosley Selection Committee.

Each regional winner will be recognized, receive a plaque, certificate, and a limited edition painting.  A presentation of each regional winner will be produced by the AFC.

GUIDELINES FOR NOMINATING

HELENE 
MOSLEY MEMORIAL TREASURE FOREST AWARD CANDIDATES

1.
Nomination can consist of no more than ten pages of narrative summary to address item III, A and B, on the nomination form.

2.
Additionally, up to ten pages of significant documentation relating to item III, C on the nomination form can also be included with the narrative summary. Reference this documentation in the narrative summary.

3.
All documentation, both narrative and supporting, should be submitted on 8 ½ by 11 paper, one side only. Use no color paper or pages and place all items in the order described on the nomination form. All pages should be high quality black and white and ready for high speed duplication. Number all pages consecutively in the bottom right-hand corner.

4.
Do not include actual photographs or news articles in any part of the documentation. Instead, you may use high quality photocopies of articles or pictures on 8 ½ by 11 paper.

5. Do not use binders or plastic page holders to present the nomination. Just paper clip the pages together.
