



Fly, Odor, Dust Control, & Mortality Guidelines

For John Doe’s Animal Feeding Operation
A) Fly Control Options:
Producer is planning to start with insecticides.

1) Remove spilled and spoiled feed
2) Repair leaky waterers
3) Keep vegetation mowed near feedlot and manure storage areas
4) Feed Additives
5) Bolus

6) Apply commercial insecticides in proper and timely manner
B) Odor Control Options:
Producer is planning to plant trees along perimeter in the future.

1) Plant shelterbelts at the downwind location of the facility
2) Balancing Diets Properly 

3) Carcasses should be removed quickly and disposed of properly
4) Bio-filter at exhaust fans
5) Maintain clean and dry buildings
6) Properly maintain animal waste management system
7) Use deep pit manure storage
8) Inject manure (if possible)

C) Dust Control Options:
Producer will make adjustments as needed.
1) Water application in feed pens
2) Maintain moisture/fat content in feed
3) Use of coarse gravel for roads
4) Apply dust control measures to gravel roadways
D) Livestock Mortality Options:

Producer is planning to start with Rendering.

1) Rendering Plant

2) Compost

3) Buried to depth of 4 ft.

4) Burned
