CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

SD-24 LAND LEVELING

1.
Scope

The work shall consist of excavating, transporting, and spreading earth materials to precision grades within fields as shown on the drawings.

2.
Site Preparation

All lands to be leveled shall be cleared of brush, trash, and excessive vegetative material prior to leveling.

Except as shown on the drawings, trash and brush materials shall be removed from the site and disposed of in a manner as approved by the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) inspector.  Other waste materials may be disposed of on site as approved by the NRCS inspector.

3.
Excavation and Fill Materials

Earth materials used for fill shall be obtained from areas within the field marked by cut stakes, from designated borrow areas or from other required excavations as shown on the drawings or approved by the NRCS inspector.  Fill material shall contain no heavy sod, large rocks, or other objectionable material.

4.
Construction and Finish

a.
The land shall be leveled to the designated grades shown on the drawings and/or as indicated by the cut and fill stakes placed on the site.

b.
For design slopes of 0.0 to 0.4 percent, maximum deviation from design cuts or fill shall be + 0.1 foot with no reverse grades.  For design slopes over 0.4 percent, maximum deviation from design cuts or fill shall be + 0.2 foot with no reverse grades.

c.
Overfill all fill areas 10 percent of fill depth for fills up to 1.0 foot deep, and 20 percent of fill depth for fills greater than 1.0 foot deep.

d.
Fills shall be placed in layers not more than six inches thick.

e.
Leveling operations shall not be performed under wet soil conditions that will result in excessive compaction or destruction of soil structure.

f. 
Cut and fill stakes shall be maintained until final grade inspection is completed.  Small windrows or islands of earth may be left at the stakes until completion of grade inspection.  After final grade inspection, spread the windrow or island to blend with final grades.

5.
Environmental Concerns

Construction must be completed in a manner that will minimize erosion and/or air and water pollution.
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
