Delaware County needs an emergency solid waste permit or release in order to bury solid waste debris from the March 12, 2006 Tornado on-site.  The site in question is Swicegood Farms near Colcord, OK.  The tornado damaged four chicken houses leaving building materials, poultry litter, and dead birds for disposal.  We will contact the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture in order to get release to bury the animals and animal litter.  

The work will consist of excavating two pits on Swicegood Farms about 300 square foot each and bury the building materials, birds, and litter together.  The soils in the burial area are clay based and thus will not need a polyether liner to meet burial specifications for animal debris burial to prevent seepage.  The work is being done to avoid run-off of poultry litter and birds carcasses into Cloud Creek, which dumps into Lake Eucha.  Lake Eucha, a major water supply for the City of Tulsa, has excessive phosphorus in the water already.  This will avoid additional costs for water treatment to remove excessive phosphorus in the water column.
