The variety of Bobwhite
soybeans was released as a
wildlife food source; a small
soybean that has the
potential to reseed itself.
Bobwhite is competitive with
tall weeds and can be planted
with domestic plants such as
milo, pearl millet, sudan,
sesbania. The wild trailing
soybean is an aggressive
plant that can vine up to 20
feet which provides a dense
cover to suppress weeds.
