  8. Are there any dumps, junk piles, or old equipment, etc. within the proposed easement area? 

  9. Are there any tanks, containers, or toxic waste materials above, below, or near the proposed easement area?  
(If YES, to #7 or #8, landowner must remove after project is funded, or easement payment will be withheld.) 

  10. Are there legal ditches or tile drain easements?   
   If YES, what are our plans to impact them and do the ditches or tile drains service more than the applicant’s land?  

(Are they single or joint ownership?)

  11. Are there any other easements present? (e.g., gas lines, transportation, etc.) 

  12. Is the land in any Federal or State programs? (CRP, WBP, Managed Forest Law, Farmland Preservation, etc.)

  13. Will the WRP easement create any land parcel with blocked access?  (Land locked. Also consider future parcel sales.)
