Applies to Cropland, Pastureland, Other Lands and Incidental Areas For Tier II and III
Control Kentucky Undesirable Plant Species  

Invasive and undesirable plant species will be controlled where present on Conservation Security Program acreage according to University of Kentucky recommendations using biological, mechanical, and/or chemical methods.  All herbicides will be used according to label guidelines and speciﬁcations.  For purposes of the CSP, “controlled” will be defined as less than 10 percent of the ground surface area of a field is covered by the plant species canopy.  If more than 10 percent exists in a field at the time of contract initiation or anytime during the contract, the applicant must agree to treat the entire area where invasive and undesirable plant species are present.  Treatment must be started no later than two years prior to contract expiration and must be completed by the end of the contract period.   This criteria is considered to be met when no field has more than 10 percent invasive and undesirable plant species.
