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A large shorebird of coastal beaches, the Black-bellied Plover is striking in its black-and-
white breeding plumage. It is the largest plover in North America and can be found along
the coasts in winter northward to Massachusetts and British Columbia.

The tallest bird in North America, the
Whooping Crane was once at the brink of
extinction. It is making a steady recovery
thanks to intensive management efforts
inCanadaandthe United States,andasof
December 2004, 468 Whooping Cranes
existed in the wild and in captivity.
