Certification Checklist

1) Soil Tests: Is the variable rate Nutrient Management Plan based on soil tests: 

a. by a soil testing lab which appears on the List of Wisconsin DATCP accepted labs  (DATCP website)
b. collected at a frequency of 1 composite sample per 2.5 acres or less of cropland (UW A-2100)?

2) For Nitrogen management:

a. Is Nitrogen fertilizer applied utilizing variable rate technology based on soil test recommendations? If yes was a summary of N applications by fertilizer formulation and total N applied per acre provided utilizing a map or table? Was a summary of the N application reduction for each field or the farm provided?
b. Variable rate application of N was not necessary for this plan based on uniform soil conditions resulting in a consistent N recommendation for the management unit.

3) For Phosphorus management:

a. Is Phosphorous fertilizer applied utilizing variable rate technology based on a soil test recommendation? If yes was a summary of P applications by fertilizer formulation and total P applied per acre provided utilizing a map or table? Was a summary of the P application reduction for each field or the farm provided?
b. Variable rate application of P was not necessary for this plan based on uniform soil conditions resulting in a consistent P recommendation for the management unit.

4) For Potassium management:

a. Is Potassium fertilizer applied utilizing variable rate technology based on a soil test recommendation? If yes was a summary of K applications by fertilizer formulation and total K applied per acre provided utilizing a map or table? Was a summary of the K application reduction for each field or the farm provided?

b. Variable rate application of K was not necessary for this plan based on uniform soil conditions resulting in a consistent K recommendation for the management unit.
