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Minnesota Material Specification 353—Grid Confinement System
1.
Scope

This specification covers the quality of confinement system materials.

2.
Material

The grid confinement system shall be made of high density polyethylene.  For transport the product is compressed; but for installation it is expanded into a series of honeycomb-type cells.  

2.
Quality
The material shall be new.  There shall be a minimum of 7 welds per seam for the 8 inch high size and a minimum of 3 welds per seam for the 4 inch high product.  Other sizes shall have a proportional number of welds per seam.  The cells shall be approximately 8 inches wide after expansion to allow for filling.  The minimum nominal panel thickness shall be 0.045 inches.

Storing and Handling

The material shall be stored in a covered place.  The temperature in that environment must stay within the range specified by the manufacturer.  The material shall be handled in such a manner as to prevent damage to the product.  The product shall bear the manufacturer's label
