The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) and the Wakarusa Watershed

Joint District No. 35 (district) are developing a plan to rehabilitate Wakarusa Watershed
Floodwater Retarding Structure No. 24 (Project) located in Douglas Cbunty Kansas

Under the provisions set forth in the National Environmental Policy Act, National Historic
Preservation Act, and Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, federal
agencies are required to seek consultation with Native Americans to determine, in part,
the effect federal projects may have on Native American historic, cultural, and natural
aspects of our national heritage.

NRCS and the district are seeking input from interested entities and individuals for the
rehabilitation of the Project. The Project was constructed in 1974 but was determined by
NRCS and the Kansas Department of Agriculture, Division of Water Resources (DWR), to
not meet current hazard class criteria in Kansas. Preliminary alternatives for rehabilitation
include rehabilitating Site No. 24 to meet NRCS high hazard criteria, rehabilitating the site
to meet DWR high hazard criteria, and decommissioning the structure.

The Kansas State Historical Society will be requested to conduct an on-site Phase |
archeological field survey investigation to determine whether the proposed project would
result in an adverse impact on any significant or potentially significant cultural resources.
The Kansas State Historic Preservation Office will be requested to provide review of
findings and provide input on any cultual resources listed or elgible for listing in the
‘National Register of Historic Places or State Registry (36 Code of Federal Regulations
[CFR] Section 800.5). Upon request, NRCS will send a copy of this report of findings to
you or your Tribal Historic Preservtion Office once it has been completed.

Our hope is that your nation will have an interest in the Project and will provide input in
this effort as it relates to cultural resources. Your participation and input will provide
potential historic and cultural value for the Project. The NRCS understands this type of
activity cannot be fully evaluated without the informed consideration of Native
Americans’ heritage.
