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PROTOCOL FOR COLLECTING SOIL AND MANURE SAMPLES 





This coversheet transmits a condensed protocol for collecting soil and manure samples for nutrient analysis.  A description of the different types of chemical analysis available from the University of Hawaii, Agricultural Diagnostic Service Center is provided for your information.  Also enclosed are 3 example forms which list the types of chemical analysis to request when submitting solid livestock waste, liquid livestock waste and soil samples.  





Manure and soil samples should be taken as part of the planning and maintenance process of Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plans (CNMPs).





Samples of manure should be taken from existing waste storage structures to determine benchmark conditions.  In addition, soil samples should be taken on the proposed manure application area.  Benchmark analysis data from manure and soils should be used for planning purposes during the development of the CNMP.  





Once the practices are installed and operational, sampling should be conducted on a regular basis to determine if adjustments are needed to the nutrient management plan.
