The Smithsonian Soils Exhibit (http://www.soils.org/smithsonian/) is entering the third and final round of fundraising.  During this fundraising period, the Development Committee, through the Soil Science Society of America, is working to raise 1-3 million dollars beyond present funds.  To date we have raised close to 500 thousand dollars.  The next major design meeting will occur July 9th of 2004 in Washington D.C.  At that time, the SSSA national design team will meet with three potential exhibit design firms to develop a final statement of purpose, education goals, preliminary floor plans, and exhibit drawings.  This will provide us with a good outline for the exhibition, which will then allow us to solicit requests for proposals from design firms who would like to help us achieve our goal: Educating the Nation About the Importance of Soil!
