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Report
I. Mica  Project 
John Kelley presented the report with several recommendations.  The committee accepted the report with recommendations. John will:

1. Prepare an executive summary and submit it to the Southern Region Steering committee.

2. The report will be circulated to NCSS and its cooperators for a period of three months to allow comments on the recommendation.
3. The report will be submitted to the National Standards and Taxonomy Committee and to the National Research Needs Committee with the recommendation to incorporate the recommendations.
II.  Plinthite soils in coastal plain sediments

1. John Kelley will prepare a summary of the presentation with recommendation to establish a research project that will include all the states that have soils with plinthite. 
2. The objectives will be stated and each state will have the opportunity to “buy-into” the project.
III.  Gypsiferous soils: Classification, distribution, and responses to human impact. 
1. The report presented by Wayne Hudnall will be shared with the West Regional Research Needs Committee.  A joint proposal will be prepared and submitted to Headquarters (Director Mike Golden)

IV. Priorities for Trace and Heavy Metal Analyses

1. Dave Hammer requested that each state indicated possible soils that should be included in the study and the NCSSL would assist or sample the soils by horizon and the analyses would be paid by USGS. 

V. Sharkey Soil 
1. Doug Slabaugh presented the FINAL DRAFT report of the Sharkey Project.  The report has been circulated for comments.  The comment periods end July 31, 2006.  All comments must be submitted to Doug by July 31, 2006.   He will prepare the final report and submit it to Headquarters and/or the appropriate individuals.
VI.  Water Table Studies - Dundee Soils 
1. Luis Hernandez presented a progress report detailing the water table studies in MO’s 15 And 16. Two years data have been collected.  The project will continue.
2. The SRRNC recommends that both projects collect a minimum of fives years of data and compare the rainfall for the years of study to WET long- term rainfall data to determine those years with normal, higher than normal and lower than normal rainfall.
VII. Christine Morgan, TAMU asked how watershed and other soils studies presented by the cooperators during my Tuesday’s morning session could be included within the national priorities of the NCSS. The SRRNC supports the supposition that several of the studies presented are within the national watershed and benchmarks soils studies, but are not recognized by the NCSS leadership.  The SRRNC recommends that RFP’s be sent directly to all NCSS cooperators and not to a selected list.
VIII. The SRRNC recommends that the committee be composed of co-chairs, one form the University cooperators and the other from NCSS staff.  The university elected Wayne Hudnall as their representative. 
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
