The Coeur d'Alene area survey is in progress and scheduled for completion in FY 07.

	Approximately 18,000 acres of tribal land left to be mapped



	Utah
	1.3 million acres to be updated on the Navajo Reservation; an MOU is currently being developed for the 400,000 acres on the Uintah and Ouray Reservation; a cooperative work agreement is underway with the Confederated Tribes of the Goshute to update approximately 120,000 acres near Ibapah;  Utah is developing 4 tribal liaison positions (Navajo, Ute, Confederated Tribes of the Goshute, Piute) - goal of having the liaison positions be tribal members.

	26 recognized tribes covering 2.7 million acres of land -- All but 52,000 acres has been mapped. The Quinault Soil Survey will be completed this year and MOU is being developed for Makah Soil Survey
