The Natfural Resources Conservation
Service (NRCS) was established in 1935
as the Soil Conservation Service in re-
sponse to the Dust Bowl. There were
folks that knew that the best way to
help local people choose conservo-
fion and reduce soil erosion was fo in-
volve and empower them. In 1937,
the first county Conservation District
was formed fo link federal agency re-
sources with the local famers. Since
then, neary 3000 Conservation Districts
have been organized, including the
ten county Conservation Districts we
have in New Hampshire.

This partnership between NRCS and
the Conservation Districts is one that
was carefully designed. This unique
and productive relationship continues
to be a model for providing Federal
resources at the local level.
