3. Direct Deposit form – required for payment

4. Plan map or aerial photo of all farms/tracts offered into CSP

a.  Locate of all structural conservation practices on the maps

5. Your Nutrient Management Plan

6. A pasture management plan if applicable

7. For rented land copies of agreements that refer to the land you wish to enroll in CSP, such as lease, power of attorney, or a letter from the landowner indicating that you have current control of the farming operation.
