· This plan was developed in 2010 and included a Environmental Evaluation Worksheet (NRCS-CPA-52).  Beginning with EQIP 2011, TSPs are not responsible for the completion of the environmental evaluation.

· The soils descriptions on pages 4 and 5 provide a satisfactory description of the soils; however, it would be preferable to also have a soils legend more closely connected with the soils map.

· In some instances the language used in the description of the prevention, avoidance and monitoring activities implies that those activities may be optional and not requirements.  This is attributable to this being a sample plan which attempts to provide a broad spectrum of activities in each of the categories under PAMS.  However, in particular the prevention, avoidance, and monitoring activities in the plan should reflect USDA participant decisions.   The state guidelines may give options for prevention, avoidance and monitoring activities; but to the extent feasible, decisions should be made regarding the specific prevention, avoidance and monitoring activities that will be included in the plan.

· The plan does not clearly identify likely pest suppression strategies, including pesticides that are likely options or use.  The plan does include a table on page 14 that summarizes ratings from WIN-PST and the management techniques and conservation practices selected to mitigate identified risks.
