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Pest management will meet the minimum requirements of the 595 standard. Enhancement activities associated with Pest Management such as implementing an IPM plan or substituting non-chemical methods of controlling pests can result in the following benefits to the producer and the environment:

· Reduced risks to beneficial insects (e.g., honeybees, parasitic wasps, lady beetles, etc.) 

· Reduced risks to ground and surface water quality

· Lower costs by limiting chemical applications to only when necessary
