HIGH TENSILE SMOOTH WIRE FENCE - ELECTRIC (4 STRANDS OR FEWER)
SPACING FOR BRACE ASSEMBLIES

1. USE SINGLE SPAN BRACE ASSEMBLIES FOR RUNS OF FENCE THAT ARE LESS THAN 1300 FEET BETWEEN
CORNER, END, AND/OR GATE POSTS.
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2. USE DOUBLE SPAN BRACE ASSEMBLIES FOR RUNS OF FENCE THAT ARE 1300 TO 1700 FEET BETWEEN
CORNER, END, AND/OR GATE POSTS.
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3. USE LINE BRACES TO DIVIDE FENCE LENGTHS WHERE RUNS OF FENCE ARE MORE THAN 1700 FEET
LONG. A RUN IS THE DISTANCE BETWEEN A CORNER, END OR GATE POST AND THE NEXT CORNER, END, OR
GATE POST.
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4. ON UNEVEN TERRAIN, LOCATE LINE BRACES AT THE TOP AND BOTTOM OF EACH HILL.
