MINIMAL IMPACT PLAN/AGREEMENT

This Minimal Impact Plan/Agreement sets forth the terms under which the manipulation of a wetland for the purposes of installing conservation practices with NRCS Technical Assistance and/or Financial Assistance can occur. Compliance with the terms of this plan/agreement will meet the requirements necessary for the landowner to continue to receive NRCS Technical Assistance and Financial Assistance as found in NRCS GM Title 190, Section 410.26 (Protection of Wetlands), which is based on Executive Order 11990. 
This agreement only applies to the site approved by NRCS for Minimal Impact and is only applicable to NRCS’s and the landowner’s responsibilities under NRCS GM Title 190, Section 410.26 (Protection of Wetlands).  Activities pertaining to this agreement may or may not be allowed under regulations from the jurisdiction of other local, state or federal agencies.  Permits or approvals required by other agencies (US Army Corps of Engineers, Indiana Department of Environmental Management, etc.) are the responsibility of the landowner.

The “PROCEDURE FOR DOCUMENTING IMPACTS TO WETLANDS AND EO 11990 FOR NRCS PLANNING” has been completed. This procedure indicates that the area meets the criteria for a minimal impact determination.
The manipulation of the area designated as Minimal Impact will be limited to the following, and the landowner agrees to the following:

· The practice will be installed only according to the NRCS-approved design for the practice.
· Additional filling, draining, tree stump removal, and/or other activities that will impact the existing wetland will be limited only to the extent identified in the NRCS-approved design for the practice.
· Excess excavated materials not needed for the installation of the practice identified in the NRCS-approved design will be disposed of off-site in a manner as to not impact any wetland.
· Permits or approvals required by other agencies (US Army Corps of Engineers, Indiana Department of Environmental Management, etc.) are the responsibility of the landowner.
The landowner will notify NRCS within 7 calendar days after all approved manipulations are completed.  
If the terms of this agreement are violated, NRCS will terminate any further Technical Assistance and/or Financial Assistance and may require reimbursement of any prior funding provided to the landowner for this project.  NRCS may also be required to notify the US Army Corps of Engineers and Indiana Department of Environmental Management of the landowner’s failure to adhere to this plan.  Failure to comply with this agreement may also result in non-Compliance with the Provisions of the Food Security Act of 1985, as amended.
Manipulation of the wetland approved for minimal impact can begin after this agreement is signed by the landowner and NRCS.
