SUBJECT:  ENG – Software updates related to revised rainfall and storm distribution data
Purpose:  To transmit notice of new Indiana regional precipitation data for engineering software and design spreadsheets utilizing the latest historic climate study results from the National Weather Service (NWS). 
Expiration Date:  September 30, 2013
Many NRCS software programs and engineering design spreadsheets use rainfall data to determine runoff volumes and peak flow results for conservation practices, which are based on NWS studies of rainfall patterns.  Historically, the NWS created a set of rainfall frequency and storm distributions (Type II) data released in 1961 under Technical Paper 40 (TP-40).  For many states, this has been superseded through the NWS release of NOAA Atlas 14.  NRCS staff within the National Water and Climate Center (NWCC) analyzed these results and released software updates in 2012.  NWCC staff are tasked to continue further programming of NRCS software to incorporate this historic climate data.
