Purpose:  To inform employees of training available for the use of Windows 7 and Microsoft

Information Technology Services (ITS) will begin deployment of a new computer operating system, Windows 7, for all NRCS and partner CCE computers after January 1, 2013.  Microsoft Office 2010 also comes as part of the upgrade.  Currently some CCE computers contain software that is not compatible with this new Windows 7.  An evaluation has been performed by ITS to locate computers that can be converted to Windows 7 and not cause a conflict with existing software being utilized.  If there is a software conflict with your computer you will be scheduled after a resolution has been identified.  Your local ITS Specialist will coordinate the timeframe of your transition to this new operating system.
This bulletin communicates available training for you to utilize before your computer is converted to Windows 7.  The link below will take you to a SharePoint site that has identified training for both Windows 7 and Microsoft Office 2010.

Once at the SharePoint site, follow the tabs at the top of the page to the Windows 7 or the Microsoft Office 2010 trainings.  These tabs contain the names and descriptions of the courses available to you and instructions on how to connect with them.

Employees should take these trainings before their computer is converted to Windows 7.  This Windows 7 upgrade is performed on site and should not impact access for more than one day.
