Renovation of Windbreak for Wildlife

Enhancement Description: 
This enhancement is for the renovation of existing sites that are declining in vigor, need additional woody plants (trees and/or shrubs) or otherwise no longer provide wildlife habitat benefits.  Existing rows of woody plants may be thinned, removed or replaced with new plantings.  Existing woody plants may be pruned, either branches or roots or both, to improve windbreak function, health, and vigor.

 States will develop a list of suitable plants for renovation of windbreaks.
