CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

257.  CLEARING

 1.
SCOPE
The work shall consist of the clearing and disposal of trees, brush, sediment, logs, snags, boulders, and other obstructions within the area as shown on the drawings.

 2.
STAKING OR MARKING
The limits of the area to be cleared will be marked by means of stakes, flags, tree markings, or other suitable methods.  Trees to be left standing and uninjured will be designated by special markings placed around the tree.  Staking for obstruction removal will be done following clearing.

 3.
REMOVAL
All trees, stumps, and brush to be removed shall be cut as close to ground level as the cutting tools will permit.  Trees shall be felled in such a manner as to avoid damage

to other trees and property.

Clearing shall consist of removing all trees and brush within the staked clearing line, except those trees marked or flagged to remain.

Downed trees, logs, drifts, boulders, debris, and other obstructions lying completely or partially within the channel shall be removed.  Pilings, piers, headwalls and sediment bars that obstruct the free flow of water will be removed when designated on the drawings.  When heavy equipment is used, it shall be operated in a manner that will minimize disturbance to existing structures, stream banks, invert, and existing vegetation.

 4.
DISPOSAL
All materials removed during the clearing, snagging, and obstruction removal operation shall be piled in designated disposal areas in such a manner that material capable of floating will not re-enter the channel.  No dozing of waste material to the channel sides will be permitted unless otherwise shown on the drawings.

 5.
SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS
Roadways constructed in earth channel inverts shall be the minimum necessary to remove the waste material from the areas to be worked.  Ingress and egress shall be by the designated access roads shown on the drawings.

Woody wastes shall be cut to the length specified or as shown on drawings and hauled to designated storage sites.  No burning of woody waste is permitted.  In channels, debris will be removed to the lines and grades shown on the drawings.  All material having a diameter of two inches or more and length of three feet or more shall be removed unless otherwise specified.  The Contractor shall avoid damage to the bedrock or existing concrete structures not marked for removal.

 6.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
For items of work for which specific lump sum prices are established in the contract, the work will not be measured.  Payment for clearing will be made at the contract lump sum price for the locations delineated on the drawings.  Such payment will constitute full compensation for all labor, equipment, tools, and all other items necessary and incidental to the completion of the work.  

Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment for the item of work to which it is made subsidiary.  Such items and the items to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 7.
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
