CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

275. MODULAR BLOCK
 1.
SCOPE
The work shall consist of furnishing and placing pre-cast concrete blocks on the areas and to the lines and grades as shown on the drawings, and shall include furnishing and placing backfill in the open areas of the blocks.

 2.
MATERIALS
The blocks shall be made of concrete with a minimum compressive strength of 3,000 PSI, more than 3 inches thick but less than 4 inches.  The water adsorption rates of the blocks shall be less than 5%.  The blocks shall be of the following types, which are further, specified in Section 8.

a.
Type 1; Cellular Block (screen block).  The blocks

shall have sufficient open area so that the percent of open area (open area as a percent of total area) is more than 40% but less than 60%.

b.
Type 2; Interlocking Paving Block.  The blocks shall be interlocking with no open area.  The blocks shall conform to the requirements of ASTM C 936.

The Contractor shall provide to the Engineer a sample of the stone or block that he proposes to use 15 days prior to the scheduled date of placement.

 3.
SUBGRADE PREPARATION
The subgrade on which blocks are to be placed shall be cut or filled and graded to the lines and grades as shown on the drawings.  When fill to grade is required it shall be of approved fill material and compacted to the same density as the subgrade base.  Vegetation, surface irregularities, and loose material shall be removed from the subgrade.  The subgrade shall be inspected and approved by the Engineer before the bedding or blocks are placed.

 4.
BEDDING
When bedding is specified, the bedding aggregate shall be spread uniformly on the prepared subgrade surface to the depth specified and shall be free of mounds, dips, or windrows.  Compaction of bedding will not be required.

 5.
PLACEMENT
The blocks shall be placed to the position and placement detail as shown on the drawings.  The blocks shall be placed in such a manner as to avoid displacement of the underlying materials.  The blocks shall be placed in a manner that will insure that the blocks in place shall be homogeneously distributed and firmly in contact one to another.  Hand placement of blocks will be required to achieve the final placement.

 6.
BACKFILL AND/OR TOPSOIL
The open areas of the blocks shall be filled with the type of material specified in

Section 8.

 7.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
For items of work, for which specific unit prices are established in the contract, the area of modular block will be measured within the specified limits and computed to the nearest square yard.  Payment for each type of modular block will be made at the contract unit price for that type of modular block.  Such payment will be considered full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment, tools, and all other items necessary and incidental to the completion of the work including bedding, and backfill.

Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment for the item of work to which it is made subsidiary.  Such items and the items to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 8.
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
