CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

255. PRINCIPAL SPILLWAY GROUTING

1.
SCOPE

The work shall consist of furnishing labor, equipment, and materials required to grout the annular space between the existing principal spillway conduit and the polyethylene liner.

2.
EQUIPMENT

All grouting equipment shall be of type, capacity, and condition to carry out the work described.

3.
COMMUNICATIONS

A communications system between individuals at the pump, the point of grout insertion, and points where grout flow is monitored, acceptable to the Engineer, shall be maintained by the Contractor.

4.
MATERIALS

Portland Cement.  Portland cement shall conform to the requirements of Material Specification 531 for the specified type.  If the cement contains lumps or foreign material which, would clog the grouting equipment or interfere with grout injection, it shall be screened through a 100-mesh screen.  Cement shall be furnished in bags (94 lb.) unless special equipment is provided for storing, handling, and weighing bulk cement.

Water.  Water used shall be clean and free from injurious amounts of oil, acid, organic matter, or other deleterious substances.

Sand.  Sand for grout shall conform to Material Specification 522.  

Bulk Fillers.  Bulk fillers other than sand, if specified, shall be of the type and quality specified in Section 7.

5.
GROUTING PLAN

The Contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer, in writing, a plan for grouting at least 14 days prior to beginning grouting.  The plan for grouting shall specify the equipment to be used, The personnel required, and details of the operation.  The plan for grouting shall further specify the materials and proportions used for any grout mixture proposed by contractor for use in lieu of the grout mixture specified in Section 7 of this specification.  Acceptance of this plan will not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for completing the work as specified.

6.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

For items of work for which specific unit process are established in the contract, the volume of each type of grout will be made at the contract unit price.  Such payment shall constitute full compensation for furnishing, transporting, and placing the grout, installation of temporary and permanent bulkheads, feed or telltale pipes, all items incidental or necessary to the work, and performing tests as required.

Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment for the items to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 7 of this specification.
