Purpose.  To distribute the updated EQIP Producer and Land Eligibility Determination
                Worksheet

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2010
The attached Producer and Land Eligibility Worksheet for EQIP is updated as per current policy in Part 515.51-52 of 440-CPM, Amendment 60, which was recently posted in the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) eDirectives system.  This worksheet will be used to document the program eligibility determination for EQIP applications.  Once the District Conservationist has certified the eligibility determination on this worksheet, the Other Eligibility may be updated in the ProTracts participant information.

Note that the previous Producer Eligibility questions for average Adjusted Gross Income (AGI) requirements and Highly Erodible Land Conservation and Wetland Conservation (HELC/WC) provisions and have been changed to ask if the required certifications have been filed with the Farm Service Agency (FSA).  The revised Part B, question 8, also includes the requirement for entities and joint operations to file a CCC-901 Member’s Information and/or a CCC-902E Farm Operating Plan for an Entity, as per 440-CPM, Part 512.20C.  The actual eligibility determination for HELC/WC and AGI will be provided via the FSA web service data flags within ProTracts.
