Purpose.  To request information from District Conservationists (DC) on their team’s largest and most environmentally beneficial Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 contracts for the following Farm Bill programs:  Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) and Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program (WHIP). 

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2010.
Action Required By District Conservationist -   January 6, 2010

Each District Conservationist will select one EQIP and one WHIP contract, FY 2009 contracts only, that represent the contract within their team that is the most environmentally beneficial.  In addition to these two contracts the top ten most expensive contracts from EQIP and WHIP have been selected at the state level and are listed on the spreadsheets attached to this bulletin. 

DC’s will complete the data entry for information related to each of the contracts within their team, both the most environmentally beneficial and the most expensive. Open the database and add the information for your contracts.  Instructions for using this database and a template showing the questions are also attached.  Photos of projects are also requested.  If you have photos available now please upload those using the attached instructions.  If you don’t have photos at this time please provide them at your earliest opportunity. 

In addition to WHIP and EQIP the state office staff will take the lead on completing this information for our top Wetlands Reserve Program (WRP) and Grassland Reserve Program (GRP) contracts.  Contact will be made with field staff as needed to gather information.
