CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

252.  TRAFFIC CONTROL AND PUBLIC SAFETY
 1.
SCOPE
The work shall consist of providing for the public's convenience, safety, and maintaining traffic control, including flaggers.

 2.
TRAFFIC AND ACCESS
The Contractor's operations shall cause no unnecessary inconvenience to the public.  The access rights of the public shall be considered at all times.  Unless otherwise authorized by proper local authority, traffic shall be permitted to pass through the work site on approved or specified detours.

Safe and adequate access shall be provided and maintained to fire hydrants, all utility control locations and all other public protection devices.  Access to these facilities shall be continuous and unobstructed unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

STORAGE OF EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS IN PUBLIC STREETS
Construction materials and equipment may not be stored or parked in streets, roads, or highways after unloading except where such street or road is provided with an acceptable detour.  All such materials or equipment not installed or used in the construction shall be stored elsewhere by the Contractor at his or her expense unless otherwise approved by the Contracting Officer.

Excavated material, except that which is to be used as backfill in the adjacent trench, may not be stored in public streets, roads, or highways unless otherwise authorized by the Contracting Officer.  After placing backfill, all excess excavated material shall be removed from the site immediately after construction in the area is completed.

 4.
STREET CLOSURES, DETOURS, BARRICADES
The Contractor shall comply with all applicable State, County, and City requirements for closure of streets.  The Contractor shall provide barriers, guards, lights, signs, temporary bridges, flaggers and security personnel, advise the public of detours and construction hazards and notify local newspapers of detours. 

The Contractor shall also be responsible for compliance with additional public safety requirements, which may arise during the construction.  The Contractor shall furnish and install, and upon completion of the work, promptly remove all signs and warning devices.

Not less than seven (7) days prior to closing, or partially closing, or reopening any street, the Contractor shall notify, in writing, the Fire Chief, Police Chief and Highway Patrol, and other city, county, State offices as may be appropriate.

The Contractor shall prepare and submit to the Engineer a plan showing his proposed method of signing, barricading for traffic control and safety for street detours and closures.  

 5.
SIGNS, LIGHTS, AND DEVICES
Method 1  All signs, lights, barricades, and use of flaggers shall conform to the requirements set forth in the current "Traffic Manual Chapter 5, Traffic Controls for Construction and Maintenance Work Zones,” issued by the State of California Department of Transportation (CalTrans) also known as the Manual of Traffic Controls, and any local requirements by the County or City.  Also applicable OSHA regulations in Subpart G, Signs, Signals, and barricades as well as any local ordinances shall apply.

Method 2  All signs, lights, barricades, and use of flaggers shall conform to the requirements set forth in the current "Manual of Warning Signs, Lights and Devices for use in Performance of work upon Highways", issued by the  State of Nevada.  Also applicable OSHA regulations in Subpart G, Signs, Signals, and barricades as well as any local ordinances shall apply.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
For items of work for which specific lump sum prices are established in the contract, payment for the work will be made at the contract lump sum price.  Partial payments will be made based upon the percentage of work completed.  Payment will constitute full compensation for all flaggers, labor, materials, equipment, and all other items necessary and incidental to completion of the work.

Completion for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment for the item of work to which it is made subsidiary.  Such items and the item to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 7.
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
