260. REINFORCED CONCRETE FOR MINOR STRUCTURES








1.	Applicability





This specification is applicable for the placement of reinforced concrete only when the concrete work is considered to be minor.  A minor structure is defined as a structure with 10 cubic yards of concrete or less.  





For structures with more than 10 cubic yards of concrete, use NEH-20 Construction Specification 31, Concrete for Major Structures or Construction Specification 32, Structure Concrete.





2.	Material Specification





No Material Specifications are required, the materials needed are specified in Section 2, Materials.





3.	Items to be included in Contract Specifications "ITEMS OF WORK AND CONSTRUCTION DETAILS" or Drawings.





a.	If different proportions or strength than specified in Section 3, Proportioning, specify the required proportioning and compressive strength.





b.	Specify air content, if required.





c.	Specify a slump range, if a specific range is applicable.





d.	Construction joints should be shown on the drawings





e.	Show waterstops on drawings, if applicable.  Specify class, type, and size either on drawings or in the specification Items of Work.  NEH-20, Material Specification 237, Non-Metallic Waterstops is the reference for waterstops class, type, and size.





f.	Type, size and quality of joint filler, if applicable.  Material Specification 535, Preformed Expansion Joint Filler is the reference for joint filler.





g.	Type of finish, if different than a float finish is required.





h	Specify the type of curing compound.
