CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

406.  VIDEO INSPECTION

 1.
SCOPE
The work shall consist of video inspection of backfilling and pipe-laying operations to verify proper installation of the waterline.

 2.
VIDEO TAPE
Videotapes shall meet the following requirements:

a.
Super VHS format, high quality, color videotapes shall be used.  Other formats will not be accepted unless approved by the County of Maui, Department of Water Supply.

b.
The outside of each videotape and case shall be clearly and properly marked (typewritten) with the following information:


Name of Project


Location


Date of video inspection


Station to Station identification

c.
Continuous text information indicating the date and time of the recording shall be displayed on the video and positioned away from the construction operation being inspected.  A video-titling device shall be used to display the continuous text on the video.

d.
The video shall include a narrative indicating the station and description of the construction operation.

e.
No editing shall be made to the video, unless required for additive narrative or text.

 3.
MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
For items of work, for which specific lump sum prices are established in the contract, payment will be prorated and provided in equal amounts on each monthly progress payment estimate.  The number of months used for prorating shall be the number estimated to complete the waterline installation as outlined in the Contractor’s approved construction schedule.  The final month’s prorate amount will be provided with the final contract payment.

Compensation for any item of work described in the contract but not listed in the bid schedule will be included in the payment for the item of work to which it is made subsidiary.  Such items and the item(s) to which they are made subsidiary are identified in Section 4 of this specification.

ITEMS OF WORK AND CONSTRUCTION DETAILS
Items of work to be performed in conformance with this specification and the construction details are:

a.
Bid Item 22, Video Inspection

(1)
This item shall consist of performing video inspections of trench backfilling and pipe-laying operations.

(2)
All video submittals are the property of the County of Maui, Department of Water Supply.

(3)
Submittals shall be made to the County of Maui, Department of Water Supply on every other working day and shall be delivered to the Engineering Division of the Department of Water Supply, County of Maui, within 24 hours.

(4)
Video inspection shall be performed during trench backfilling and pipe-laying operations and shall strictly conform to the following:

(a)
The video shall include a clear view of the trench profile prior to pipe laying at every 50-foot stations along the waterline.  Video taping of the profile shall be a minimum of 30 seconds in length.

(b)
The video shall include the installed pipe prior to trench backfilling at every 50-foot stations along the waterline.  Video taping of the installed pipe shall be a minimum of 30 seconds in length.

(c)
The video shall include backfilling operations at every 50-foot stations along the waterline.  Video shall include backfilling of pipe cushion and trench backfill.  Video taping of the backfilling operations shall be a minimum of 1 minute in length.

(5)
In Section 3, MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT, payment will include full compensation for all labor, materials, tools, and equipment required for the video inspections.
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
