CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION

201. CONCRETE SUMP

1. SCOPE

The work shall consist of installing a sump unit and all necessary materials and appurtenances required to perform the work needed under this contract and in accordance to the drawings.

2. Equipment and Materials
Equipment and materials needed to install the sump shall be clean, rust free, and shall be of good condition and quality upon arrival to the site and before installation.

CMU (Concrete Masonry Unit) blocks shall be free from cracks, damage and be of good condition.  

Concrete shall be 3,000 psi strength.  

Rebars shall be free from rust, clean and in accordance to Construction Specification 34, Steel Reinforcement.

Bending and splicing of rebars shall be as shown on the drawing details of the design.

3. PLACEMENT OF MATERIALS

Placement of materials shall be as shown on the drawings, unless otherwise specified under Section 5 of this specification.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
Payment will be based on specific unit prices stated in the contract.

Payment for the concrete sump unit will be made at the contract unit price.  Such full payment will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to the completion of the work.
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
