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NOTES:

1. Cistern to be installed level.

2. Remove all rocks greater than 1/2"
for depth of 3” under cistern tank.

3. Top of cistern to be at ground
surface.

4. Place cistern opening opposite of
prevailing winds.

5. Spread excavated soil away from
cistern.
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
