SUBJECT:  LTP – Conservation Security Program
Purpose. Transmit national bulletin and clarify state process for FY2010 Payment processing and handling modifications due to audit corrections.

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2010
Action Required By February 1, 2010 – Promote and Obligate all contracts

Action Required BY March 1, 2010 – Process all annual payments

See attached National Bulletin for background.  The process for processing payments will be as follows:

1. Area Conservationist or Area Resource Conservationist will verify that the contract either had no audit corrections needed or that audit corrections have been completed.  If so, they will promote the contract.
2. Area Program Liaisons will conduct the Second Level Review.  Field office staff will supply the necessary documentation to the Area Program Liaison if it is not already available at the area office.
3. Area Conservationist or Area Resource Conservationist will obligate the contract.
4. Field office staff will print 1245’s for participant’s signatures. 

5. District Conservationists will approve and submit to FNM for processing. 

There may be some CSP contracts that will require a modification to correct errors found during the CSP audit.  In this situation, contracts must be promoted and obligated before the modification can be completed.  It is the responsibility of the District Conservationist to ensure that no payments are processed for these contracts until the modification has been completed and approved.

Where correcting an audit error requires the repayment of funds due to a previous year’s overpayment, the repayment of funds from the participant must be received prior to processing FY2010 payments.  Where audit corrections will require a modification that increases acres or increases the amount of obligation, a waiver must be obtained from the National Office.  All CSP modifications require approval of the State Conservationist, so please coordinate these modifications through Chad Dunnahoo, State Office CSP contact.
