The U.S. Department of Agriculture's Kentucky Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) is accepting applications from landowners interested in restoring, enhancing, and protecting wetlands with financial and technical assistance through the Wetlands Reserve Easement component of the Agricultural Conservation Easement Program. 
Wetland Reserve Easements (WRE) help private and tribal landowners protect, restore and enhance wetlands which have been previously degraded due to agricultural uses. Wetland Reserve Easements can provide habitat for migratory waterfowl and other wetland dependent wildlife, including threatened and endangered species; improve water quality by filtering sediments and chemicals; reduce flooding; recharge groundwater; protect biological diversity; ; and provide opportunities for educational, scientific and limited recreational activities. 
While applications for ACEP WRE are taken on a continuous basis, the deadline to be considered for Fiscal Year 2026 funding are Nov.14, 2025.
