After years of soaring above the earth as an Air National Guard pilot, James “Buck” Holsinger 
decided to plant more than his feet on the ground by moving back to the Virginia farm that had 
been in his family for over two centuries. 
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Incentives Program (EQIP) and 
the Conservation Stewardship 
Program (CSP).   

EQIP provides financial and technical 
assistance to address natural 
resource concerns and deliver  
environmental benefits such as:

yy Improved water/air quality

yy Conserved surface and  
ground water

yy Reduced soil erosion  
and sedimentation 

yy Enhanced or created  
wildlife habitat

CSP helps agricultural producers 
maintain and improve their existing 
conservation systems and adopt 
additional practices to address  
priority resource concerns. 

Participants earn CSP payments for 
conservation performance – the 

higher the performance, the higher 
the payment.

Eligibility 

To qualify for this preference,  
you must:

yy Meet the definition of a  
Beginning Farmer or Rancher

yy Have not operated a farm or 
ranch or haven’t operated a  
farm or ranch for more than 10 
consecutive years

yy Have been honorably 
discharged or released from 
the United States Army, 
Navy, Air Force, Marines, 
Coast Guard, their reserve 
components, or the  
National Guard 

For a legal entity or joint operation 
to be considered a Veteran Farmer 
or Rancher entity, all members must 
meet the above definition.

Find and visit your local USDA

yy Meet your District Conserva-
tionist and request a farm visit

yy Provide an overview of  
your operation 

yy Register your farm with Farm  
Service Agency (FSA) 

Next Steps

Schedule a farm visit with your  
District Conservationist to discuss 
your vision and goals for your land 
and farm operation. 

Work with him/her to identify natural 
resource concerns on your farm and 
determine the right practices to be 
included in your conservation plan.
