Description:

The goal of this state initiative is to assist producers to extend the growing season for high value crops (specialty) in an
environmentally safe manner via the installation of a 798 Seasonal High Tunnel (Application MUST contain a 798). Priority is
given to those applications within the coldest regions as indicated on the USDA Plant Hardiness Zone Map. Additional points
are given to those applications which include practices, to be implemented on the adjacent/contiguous and associated
specialty crop (as defined by USDA) land that benefit water quality and soil quality.
